Global GDP Growth Projections (IMF WEO 2025)
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According to the IMF World Economic Outlook (July 2025), global GDP is projected
to expand by 3.0% in 2025, followed by 3.1% in 2026. OECD estimates are slightly
more optimistic, forecasting 3.2% growth in 2025. The Asia—Pacific region continues
to lead, supported by resilient domestic demand and structural reforms. In contrast,
Europe faces slower growth due to energy transition costs and fiscal constraints,

while the United States shows moderate resilience.
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MONETARY POLICY & INFLATION

Policy Rate Projections (IMF/OECD 2025)
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Inflation Projections (OECD/IMF)
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Global inflation is set to moderate, with OECD projecting G20 average inflation at
3.4% in 2025 and 2.9% in 2026. The Federal Reserve is expected to gradually lower
its policy rate from 4.0% in 2025 to 3.75% in 2026, while the European Central Bank
will move cautiously, aiming for 2.8% in 2026. Japan remains in a low—rate

environment but shows signs of exiting deflation.
